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We are not Malaysians. We do not have any
Malaysian relatives. Up till 2015 we had never
been to Malaysia. We do not like durian and do
not speak Malay. You might ask why we have such
unbelievable feeling towards this country. |
cannot really explain it neither. Is it because
Pastor David Chan and his team had left a deep
impression and friendship at the 2015 CAWF? Or
is it because of their zeal in preaching the gospel
and planting churches? Is it because we personally
witnessed their faith and unity? Or is it because of
their faithful response to the difficult challenge in
this muslin country? Or else is it because of their
sincere invitation for us to partner with them?
There may be many other reasons. Most
importantly it is God who wants us to join the
ministry of the Chinese Alliance church in
Malaysia and witness His power and glory.
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There are three Chinese Alliance churches in
Malaysia: If you want to know more about how
God has led and blessed their ministry, please visit
their website ( www. mypcac. org ).
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After the 2018 CAWF, CCACA officially
considers to participate in the mission work in
Malaysia. Rev. Nick Tsang has appointed us to
plan and mobilize the mission team (MAT) for
Malaysia. Presently we are discussing with the
Malaysia church and H.K.A.M. as how to
partner in the mission strategy. Based on the
past observations and the recommendations of
the Malaysia church, our 2019 ministry
focuses are as follow:

1. Assist the three local churches in preaching,
teaching and training.

2. Assist Semenyih church in outreach
ministry.

3. Assist Kuala Lipis church which is an
independent church, but is a close ally with
the Alliance church.

4. Establish a gospel centre in Puchong- used
for outreach in the city, lodging for
missionaries and STM. Malaysia church
can also use it freely.

5. Look for other opportunities for churches
in Canada to participate in short term
mission.

6. Explore the possibility of and plan “A
journey of the Malaysian Vision”.
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We plan to go to Malaysia on February 22 for
3 weeks as well as this fall. We hope and
deeply appreciate if you can partner with us
with any or all of 3 Ps: Pray, Pay and
Participate.
